TEACHING METHODOLOGY

The instructional methods for teaching Medicine I, and all of its components include lectures and handouts, seminars, slide presentations, group discussions, pictures, and student presentations as well as assigned readings.

EVALUATION CRITERIA

There will be 10 end-of-section examinations in each of the topics listed above. Test format may consist of multiple-choice, true-false and/or fill-in questions. The study of medicine is a cumulative process building on formerly learned material. Each test may include subject matter learned previously.  

The average percentage of 10 exams is applied to 90% of possible cumulative points for the course.  

An additional final comprehensive examination, inclusive of all material covered during the semester, is applied to the remaining 10% of the course grade. 

Students MUST pass the comprehensive examination with a 70%, regardless of course average. Students who score <70% are required to take a make up examination.
